Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by B.Hankey at 7:05 pm with an opening prayer by Mr. Uberti.
 

Approval of Minutes: There was a motion by S. Reddy to approve the August meeting minutes as submitted.  Second by D. Flesher.  Motion passed.

 

Comments from the Public:  Laurie Hilton commented that the students seem to have been spending a lot of time reviewing for the Iowa testing.  They haven’t moved onto new concepts because they are spending so much time on the review.
President's Report - C. Uberti:   the start of the school year is always a very busy time but it is off to a good start.  There has been much positive feedback regarding the renovations and the students were excited as well. 

Enrollment is good and we are meeting our projected numbers.  Meet the faculty went well and was well attended.  Oktoberfest plans are well underway.  To date $8,120 in tickets has been sold.
Reports:  L. Hilton reported that the Booster’s made about $1,000 per month for June and July on charity gaming.  All team schedules are now posted on the website and family passes are still available.
Committees  Report:  The marketing committee has a meeting scheduled for tomorrow night 9-16, more information to follow.  

 The Family Involvement Credits Committee has completed a first draft of the proposal.  It is currently being reviewed by administration for any possible changes and will be presented to this board at its next meeting, an to the Parish Council from there.  The plan is to conduct a couple of town hall meeting on the issue for parental input before the policy is finalized.  
The building and maintenance committee are compiling a list of projects to be included in the next phase.  There may be some technology upgrades included as well.  The committee is also meeting with experts regarding the locker room facilities.
John Dean has been working with the Alumni Association and would like to include them more as a part of the school board.  An invitation will be sent to Diane Clemo, current president of the association, to attend the next meeting.  John has another alumni tour of the school scheduled for 9-24 and is encouraging graduated classes to “adopt” a classroom for renovation.

Susan Reddy reported that the welcome committee developed packets for the new families at the “meet the faculty” night.  Much of the content in the packets was aimed at the high and middle school students but they are working on an elementary packet as well.  Almost all the packets were claimed and the families were very grateful for the information.  
Old Business:  A request was made for Lynette Bennett to conduct a presentation on college admission and financial aid.  She did this presentation about 2 years ago and it was well received and full of good information.  The date has been set for November 8 at 7:00 in St. Joe’s Hall.  
This is been a small glitch in the brick paver program.  The contractor now wants OLL staff to cut through the concrete and prep the site.  After much discussion it was decided that another option for brick placement should be presented.  The brick could be included within the front planting area making removal of any concrete unnecessary.  Mike Artley and Carl Uberti agreed to discuss the new option with the parties involved.
